( Developmentally Appropriate Freedoms for Older Youth in Care 


Professionals and families who work with older youth in care frequently need to address developmentally appropriate freedoms. This workshop discusses different developmentally appropriate freedoms and why they are important to youth in care. Participants will walk away with resources and discussion guides for setting these freedoms while maintaining individuality and independent living standards.  


  


( Choosing the Permanency Goals


Choosing a permanency goal is one of the most important decisions in the life of a child welfare case.  With the implementation of the statewide Concurrent Planning Policy, choosing the right goals is even more critical. This training will discuss the hierarchy of goals as defined in the Juvenile Act, the legal differences between adoption and PLC, explore a framework of questions to answer to guide and justify your choice of permanency goal and explore concurrent planning issues in the goal choice. 





( The Selection Process for the Older Child 


This training session will provide private and public caseworkers with the tools they need to assure that children are promptly placed in an appropriate permanency resource.  The selection process will be examined from a broader perspective, that is, from the first interaction with CYS until permanency is reestablished for the child. The role of several SWAN units of service and the critical role they play in achieving permanency will be discussed. Several significant tools a caseworker can use, such as the diligent search, concurrent planning and family group decision making, will be detailed.





( Getting PO’D (Permanency Oriented) in Pennsylvania: An Overview of the Casey Family Permanency Roundtable Process


This workshop will explain and model the permanency roundtable process, a strategy developed by Casey Family Programs to improve permanency outcomes for children and youth in the custody of children and youth agencies.
