The Statewide Adoption and Permanency Network (SWAN) and Independent Living Services (IL) are two programs managed within the Department of Human Services. The purpose of the collaboration of SWAN and IL is to increase permanency for older youth in foster care and to better prepare youth in danger of aging out of the system without a permanency resource.  Adoption and IL caseworkers need to recognize the importance of ensuring that all youth they serve receive both IL and SWAN services to prepare them to leave the child welfare system.
